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RULES OF PARTICIPATION FOR
POLICY COMMITTEE MEMBERS

By participating in the Biden for President Policy Committees, you agree to uphold the
following rules.

Committee Discussions. To encourage a frank and open exchange of views, all
discussions of the committee and its subgroups are confidential. You should not
discuss our deliberations with anyone outside the committee. You should not
invite others to participate in phone calls or meetings without the prior approval
of the committee chair and the campaign.

Committee Email. Our committee uses email to communicate with you about
upcoming meetings and other matters of importance to members. All e-mails
circulated are confidential and should not be shared with any non-member.

Committee Documents. All documents produced by this committee are
confidential and should not be discussed or distributed outside of the committee.
No document should include a reference to the candidate or to the campaign.
Only final documents that are approved by the campaign as an official position or
proposal of the candidate shall carry the candidate’s name or logo.

Committee Member Lists. Any list of members that is circulated within the
committee is a confidential document and may not be disclosed or distributed to
anyone not on the committee. You are not to disclose the names of others who
are involved in the committee to non-members. However, you are welcome to
disclose to friends and colleagues the fact of your participation though individual
communications. You should not, however, disclose vour participation on
social media such as Facebook or LinkedIn or in your professional bio.

Inquiries from the Press. Simply put, do not talk to the press. If you are
contacted by the press in connection with your activities on the campaign, you
should notify the campaign’s press office and refer the reporter or media
representative to the office, | iilll ©iccbiden.com. You may not represent
yourself as a spokesperson for the campaign to any organization or individual,
unless expressly asked to do so by the campaign.

Speaking as an Individual Supporter. These rules are not intended to prohibit
you from speaking publicly about the issues in the 2020 Election as an individual
supporter. You are welcome to express yourself in blog or social media posts,
letters to the editor, op-eds, e-mails, etc. You may identify yourself as a
"volunteer" or "supporter” of the campaign but make clear that the views you
express are your own. You should not refer to our "policy committee" or your
status as a "policy committee member" (unless you are specifically asked to do so
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by the campaign). Additionally, please keep in mind that what you say may
reflect upon the campaign.

Conflicts of Interest. Your participation in this committee is as a private citizen
committed to the candidacy of Joe Biden and not as a representative of your
employer or clients. Accordingly, we expect that your input to the committee will
be based solely on what you believe is best for the Vice President’s candidacy.
Under no circumstances should your efforts on behalf of the campaign be used to
further the interests of your employer, clients or others who have retained your
professional services.
