Quintstory

Dec 7, 1996: Quinton Kyle Hoover is born. The exact location is still contested but by
Quinton’s admission he lives in the Bible Belt (very likely in Lexington-Lafayette, KY) and
previously claimed to live in a city “where it snows a lot and there are plenty of horses”.
Quinton always presented an interest in filmmaking and made his own home movies with the

help of his dad and later with his own friends.

PreQuintstory (2009 - Aug 1, 2013)

2009: The Deviantart account OttselSpy24 is created. It would make its first deviation on
Dec 14 and received its first badge on Apr 1, 2010. However its first comment was posted
Dec 12, 2015. (@Scratchin’ Pro) (15)

May 15, 2010: Oldest photo available on Quinton’s personal Facebook, in which he lists his
full name, education and features known photos from his channel. Quinton claims to have
been born in Richmond, KY and currently living in Lexington, KY. (@Gunt Inc) (152)

Jun 2011: The Twitter account @OttselSpy24 is created for both personal and channel
purposes. It would later on become @Q_ Review. (@Scratchin’ Pro) (15)

May 30, 2011: OttselSpy25 (Quinton’s Wikia account) joins the Doctor Who Wiki.
OttselSpy would claim to “live in Nebraska, be a bum and triggered”. On Mar 7, 2017 a
group of trolls would upload the image of a Zygon penis from a parody porn to the Wiki
which would be intercepted by OttselSpy under the reasoning that “Doctor Who was a family
series”. Thus a lengthy discussion about NSFW content started which occasionally reignites.
(@Gunt Inc) (158)

Jul 10, 2011: OttselSpy25 joins the South Park Archives Wiki. He would cease all activity
on this Wiki in late 2015 due to several incidents of vandalism on his profile wall about his
absurd level of contributions to seemingly insignificant pages.

Nov 28, 2011: OttselSpy25 joins the Robotech Saga Wiki, of which he would reach admin
level. At some point OttselSpy would list his full legal name and mention that his father had
named him after the character Lynn Kyle and his sister’s middle name was Minmei. (@Gunt
Inc) (157)

Nov 29, 2011: OttselSpy25 joins The Rutles Wiki, of which he would reach admin level.



Mid 2012: Quinton enters Woodford County High School in Versailles, KY. This school is
present in a predominantly white, middle class, blue collar neighborhood and has a visual arts
program. Alumni include Ben Chandler, Sturgill Simpson and Shaun King.

Aug 1, 2012: The Robotech / Forums account OttselSpy25 is created. (@Gunt Inc) (151)
Aug 2012: The Blogger account OttselSpy25 is created. Only one blog is listed, Doctor Who:
Into The Dark Dimension, but is empty. (@Gunt Inc) (151)

Feb 2013: The Facebook page for Quinton Reviews is created. (@Gunt Inc) (151)

Mar 1, 2013: The Reddit account u/OttselSpy24 is created. It would take a month to make its
first comment and has been abandoned for the last two years. (@Scratchin’ Pro) (15)

Mar 4, 2013: Quinton starts the public Facebook group Doctor Who: Into The Dark
Dimension Fan Project, a fan production with the aim of making the unproduced 1993
special ‘Into The Dark Dimension’. It would receive its own YouTube channel on Aug 2. On
Aug 17 a post would be made to call auditions on Behind The Voice Actors, ending on Sep

20. Last Quinton related activity was on Dec 3, 2015. (@Gunt Inc) (152)

The “Redpill” Saga (Aug 1, 2013 - July 2017)

Aug 1, 2013: Quinton starts the YouTube channel Quinton Reviews. Most of his videos
made before 2017 have been unlisted or deleted.

Aug 3, 2013: Quinton Reviews uploads Prisoners of Time #I - Quinton Reviews #1, his first
video. This video is unlisted.(@Gunt.Inc) (164)

Jun 20, 2014: The Cracked account OttselSpy25 is created. No contributions or comments
but lists himself as living in Kentucky. (@Gunt Inc) (151)

Mar 10, 2015: The Wikipedia profile OttselSpy25 is noticed by Wikipedia. On Nov 6, 2015,
he was called out for editing the Gamergate page and edited a section for the Woodford
County High School (Kentucky) page. On Feb 4, 2017, he uploaded a file image, Bernie
Sanders Arrested 1963 Chicago Tribune, which would get orphaned for not being under fair
use. OttselSpy25 has a lengthy history editing articles dedicated to the Democratic Party and
a very passionate defense of Anita Sarkeesian in Nov 2015. (@Gunt Inc) (151)

Mid 2015: Quinton graduates Woodford County High School in Versailles, KY.

Nov 26, 2015: u/OttselSpy25 shares his yearbook page quoting Karl Pilkington on Imgur.
(@Gunt Inc) (151)



May 7, 2016: u/OttselSpy25 posted a thread on r/SandersForPresident titled “Just voted in
Kentucky, and I'm curious -- what other candidates did you all vote for?”, admitting to vote
for Jim Gray and “going blindly in the third ballot”. (@Gunt Inc) (151)

Jul 28, 2016: Quinton Reviews uploads Quinton Reviews ‘Robotech: The Shadow
Chronicles’. In this video Caleb Adkins, playing Johnmas, ends up revealing Quinton’s area
code, graduating class and email at 1:37, all of which have been verified.

Oct 26, 2016: The subreddit r/QuintonReviews is created. It wasn’t created by Quinton
himself, which means he has a limited set of actions as a moderator. (168)

Oct 27, 2016: The Reddit account u/QuintonReviews is created. Three days later it would
make its first post.

Jan 17, 2017: Quinton Reviews uploads Watching My First Review a Year Later in which he
states at 27:42 that he “doesn’t want to make film discussion into a moral issue.” (SwanDive)

Jan 27, 2017: JMAA Ultra Violence pays Quinton to review his YouTube channel. The
channel was terminated later on when JMAA became more explicitly a neo nazi and was
disabowed by Quinton in Mar 18, 2018. This video is currently unlisted. (JMAA) (13)

Jan 30, 2017: Quinton Reviews uploads How Not to Start a Social Movement
(Tana/iDubbbz). The video counts with a rich collection of phrases that modern Quinton
would probably mock. The video is not archived, but its page and quotes are. (@Scratchin’
Fire) (16)

Feb 10, 2017: Quinton Reviews uploads MattHoss’ Millions: Losing it All as Quickly as
Possible, this video is notable because Quinton admits at 2:00 he felt inadequate as a teenager
and envied his peers for their success. (@Diabolical diabetic) (24)

Feb 24, 2017: Quinton Reviews uploads Every ‘GamerFromMars’ Video. In this video
Quinton mocks Art’s diction and habit of going on tangents on his series Internet Hall of
Fame.

Mar 7, 2017: Quinton Reviews’s How to Open a Tough Jar is included on Tosh.O. Ninth
season, fifth episode, Mark 5.

Jun 21-24, 2017: Quinton attends VidCon, during which he befriends Nerd City, YMS,
Internet Comment Etiquette and some skeptics. Is during this edition that Anita Sarkeesian

calls Sargon of Akkad “a garbage human” during the Women Online panel. Quinton made



three videos on his experiences including one titled / Hated the Politics at VidCon, which has
been archived on Vimeo. (@Scratchin’ Pro)(16)

Jun 22, 2017: Quinton Reviews uploads What Were We Protesting Again? - Women’s March
2017 in which he calls out the feminist marches for not having any tangible goals. The video

is unlisted. (@Big Boz) (22)

The Subjective Era (Late 2017 - Oct 26, 2018)

Late 2017: Quinton starts to use his glasses less, loses weight, cuts his hair shorter and trims
his beard. It is believed that Quinton joined a gym and was on a fasting/dieting program
during this timeframe and that his rising popularity convinced him to be more outgoing.

Feb 3, 2018: Quinton Reviews uploads Is The Last Jedi THAT Bad? | Quinton Reviews in
which he argues in favor of TLJ but also attacks its critics and makes questionable
comparisons. This video would land Quinton in the sights of Mauler and the Every Frame A
Pause podcast.

Feb 2018: The Facebook page Losers Inc. is created. A repository filled with screenshots of
Quinton’s videos. Recognized by Quinton himself as being a better fanpage than the official
one. The person behind this page has been requesting a review of Furry Vengeance ever
since. (162)

Quinton Reviews uploads A Critique of Citizen Kane, a review made to mock Mauler’s style
of criticizing TLJ. This backfired as one half of Quinton’s audience believed he thought
Citizen Kane was a bad movie. The video has been deleted and no known archive exists.
Apr 6, 2018: Quinton Reviews uploads Channel Awesome | Fallen Titans #3. Quinton
rushed this video from its initial planned premiere to capitalize on #ChangeTheChannel.
Quinton, already clearly influenced by Channel Awesome, confesses how truly attached he
was to the site and how the situation affected him emotionally.

Apr 22, 2018: The Right Opinion uploads Here Lies Rags - Stop Hating What I Like
(originally ended with “ft. A Special Guest), a video response to a video response on the
everlasting battle about TLJ. Quinton appears at 36:41. His appearance on this video was
used to slander both Rags and Mauler instead of elaborating TRO’s points landing them both

on hot water. This video is unlisted.



Apr 2018: Kiwi Farms user (@2odastream discloses information of how Quinton ended his
first Discord server and the lengths he went through to keep “fake fans” out. Two servers
would be created: one with Quinton named Noah’s Arc and another headed by 2odastream,
the latter would be found by Quinton who then would proceed to send his fans to keep them
in check. (@2odastream) (1) (178)

May 2018: Quinton’s first Discord server is taken down for “being filled with alt-righters”.
From here, two separate servers would be created: one for Patreon supporters and one
completely distanced from Quinton himself. (@2odastream) (1)

May 25, 2018: Quinton Reviews appears on Internet Historian’s In The Field: Quinton
Reviews Quinton Reviews to review his high school movie Quinton Leap (2015). The video
has become private as of this account and despite attempts, no mirror exists.

Jun 18, 2018: Quinton Reviews uploads How Garfield Lost His Magic, considered by many
to be a turning point for Quinton style wise.

Sep 6, 2018: Quinton mentions watching Contrapoints for the first time on Twitter.
(@purpleboy) (45)

Sep 18, 2018: TheMysteriousMrEnter uploads Talking about my Online Harassment, a video
addressing his many critics specially Turkey Tom, a youtuber Quinton had befriended in the
past. Quinton would cut ties with Tom and leave a comment in support of MrEnter. Tom had
been previously called out by MangaKamen and Quinton had supported the latter.

Oct 10, 2018: Mooler uploads EFAP #8 - Responding to “Here Lies: Rags - Stop Hating
What I Like | TRO (ft. A Special Guest).

Oct 17, 2018: Mooler uploads EFAP #9 - Responding to “Here Lies: Rags - Stop Hating
What I Like | TRO (ft. A Special Guest) Pt 2.

Oct 26, 2018: Mooler uploads EFAP #10 - Talking with The Right Opinion and “Vox - Why
the MCU is empty/overrated”. In this stream TRO would come to defend/justify his video on
Rags but mainly whimpered on Quinton using his time to slander the hosts. TRO would
admit that he didn’t know Quinton “wasn’t following the script” and spent the episode

sounding defeated. Despite invites, Quinton refused to attend EFAP.

The Evil Quinton Saga (Nov 2, 2018 - Early 2019)



Nov 2, 2018: Quinton Reviews uploads Logan Paul’s Thinning Sequel is Terrible. At 14:21
he goes on a rant tangent on how The Thinning 2 is a bad anti-Trump movie while making
abundantly clear he is anti-Trump. Is in this video when Quinton starts to be more vocal
about his politics. This video’s reception would kickstart Quinton’s reaction towards
backlash, by blocking or hiding comments.

Nov 4, 2018: On a now deleted Twitter thread Quinton would call PewDiePie out for having

Ben Shapiro on his show Meme Review for “humanizing his platform”.

The SOTY Arc (Nov 6 - Dec 15, 2018)

Nov 6, 2018: The then named State Of The YouTube podcast (now TRASH RATS) discusses
Quinton’s exploits up to that moment (White Males DESTROY Quinton Reviews with Attacks
and Insults). It would be Mumkey Jones who would mock him the most calling him “fat
cuck” and “looking like a pedophile”. This episode would air until Nov 25.

Nov 14, 2018: Mumkey Jones sees all his channels terminated by YouTube and becomes a
martyr of the community. Quinton tweets celebrating his deplatforming but erases said tweet
shortly after. Emp Lemon notices and in DMs makes Quinton agree for a guest appearance on
SOTY. On May 4, 2019: Emp Lemon uploads Why You Should Like Dislikes. Mentions to
Quinton’s behaviour over his critics including a brief Discord conversation start at 20:585.
Nov 17, 2018: Quinton Reviews uploads Knockoff Youtubers | Fallen Titans #8. At 5:17 he
makes a jab at JonTron in reference to his debate with Destiny a whole year later. This video

would receive significant backlash and is his most recent to reach over 1M views.

The Guppie Arc (Dec 2018 - Jan 12, 2019)

Dec 2018: Quinton ends up becoming a hot topic amongst a sector of the commentary
community including MangaKamen, LS Mark and Just A Robot. Quinton would refer to
these critics as “guppies, instead of sharks” in reference to their subcounts in a now deleted
Twitter thread. Most of “the guppies” would end up blocked on Twitter.

Dec 13, 2018: Kiwi Farms user @Woke Blue Muslim Queen starts a thread on Quinton
Reviews on the Multimedia subforum. It would make its way to the Internet Famous
subforum on Dec 30.

Dec 15, 2018: On a now deleted post on his subreddit Quinton would further justify his
mocking of JonTron and would receive Reddit Gold for it. (@OddEyes)(4)



Turkey Tom (@NotATurkey) comments on Quinton’s KF thread teasing a then upcoming
video.

Quinton’s Rebuttal is recorded. Without Mumkey and with Internet Historian moderating,
Quinton would use his time on air trying to justify his actions with little success. Rusty Cage
would reveal on Twitter that the reason the episode took longer than other episodes to be
released was because Quinton’s background noise was him “likely playing with LEGOS”.
This episode would air until Dec 21.

Dec 16, 2018: Turkey Tom uploads Youtubers and Politics: How (Not) To Present An
Opinion. 2:05-8:12 is dedicated to Quinton and includes Tom talking about their past
friendship.

Quinton goes on a now deleted Twitter thread about his insecurities and the drama he had
been taking for the good part of the year. This, now deleted, thread would be the first to start
a pattern for Quinton. (4)

Dec 2018: Quinton Reviews uploads Quinton Reviews T-Series. Quinton would try to explain
the PewDiePie vs. T-Series meme but ended up willingly being a contrarian to one of the
biggest creator driven campaigns in YouTube’s history. Quinton deleted the video but
mirrors and parodies exist, mostly done by JustJargon. The aftermath would involve Quinton
manually DMCAing mirrors with his legal name, effectively doxing himself in the process.
Dec 20, 2018: Quinton becomes the top comment on hbomberguy’s PewDiePie Is A Nazi,
denouncing his “redpilled” past. (4)

Dec 28, 2018: Quinton acknowledges his own entry on Encyclopedia Dramatica and calls it
libel. (8)

Dec 30, 2018: Keemstar tweets at Quinton reminding him “he is a white man”. Quinton has
mocked and referenced this several times.

Quinton’s ED entry becomes Article of The Now.

Dec 31, 2018: Quinton issues a TwitLonger addressing the controversies avoiding any
responsibility while willing to move forward. (9)

Jan 12, 2019: DaftPina uploads Quinton Reviews: Shutting Down The Argument, a
constructive critic of Quinton’s actions till that point advising Quinton to get a personal
Twitter to release his hot takes. The video counted with TRO on its final skit as well as the

videos, ED article and KF thread on Quinton listed on its description.



Jan 18, 2019: Quinton addresses criticism on Twitter and promises to learn from his
mistakes. (@Jose Mourinho) (14)

Jan 19, 2019: Kiwi Farms user @atlanticnoobowner doxes Quinton. Later that same year
user @T Holygrail Jesuschrist 2 would provide the names of Quinton’s parents through an
anonymous source. (14)(15)

Quinton gets hearted by ContraPoints in the video Are Traps Gay?, a video with a
considerable amount of hearted comments. (@scathefire) (15)

Jan 27, 2019: Quinton discovers Chapo Trap House. (@Jose Mourinho) (17)

Feb 13, 2019: Quinton opens up about his frustration with his critics which ends up attracting

former friend Internet Historian to question him. (@OddEyes) (19)

The Not Mumkey Epilogue (Feb 14-15, 2019)

Feb 14, 2019: Quinton confronts on Twitter an account he believes to be Mumkey Jones
(@notmumkeyjones) which ends up being a fan who sends the nasty DMs he got to Mumkey.
(oddish) (19)

Quinton celebrates Valentine’s Day by buying himself a heart shaped pizza. (UE 558) (21)
Feb 15, 2019: Mumkey streams himself reading the DMs to which Quinton DMs him to stop
midstream. (@Kurosaki Ichigo) (20)

Quinton does an AMA on his subreddit in which he explains what made him change

politically was seeing “reactionary bros mocking Milo Stewart”, “all of them being white,

overweight and hairy” and “how he eated up their culture”. (@linchan) (@mrdk 04) (20)

The SJW Saga (Mar 29 - Dec 30, 2019)

Mar 29, 2019: Big Joel makes a charity stream for the Christchurch massacre featuring
Quinton. Quinton would discuss JonTron to predictable results. This stream has been deleted
and no archives exist. (@scathefire) (25)

Early 2019: Quinton claimed to suffer depression at this point thus he made a list “of reasons
to live” including Bill & Ted 3. (@Y our Local Neko Girl GF) (163)

Apr 1, 2019: Quinton Reviews uploads ‘All Star but Quinton Reviews Bee Movie characters
for Three Hours. At 1:52:11 Quinton presents extra footage of his New York Review which

include him departing an airport in Lexington, KY.



Apr 2, 2019: Quinton credits subreddits r/chapotraphouse and r/breatube as “keeping him
sane and doing YouTube”. (27)

Apr 25, 2019: Quinton tweets his adoption of the moniker “Comrade Quinton” for the first
time. It has been his role on his subreddit ever since. (@Fuzhou) (29)

Apr 26, 2019: Quinton Reviews uploads Quinton Reviews ‘Avengers Endgame’. On
5:41-6:15 he goes on a rant comparing Thanos’s idea of balance to Reaganomics.
(Davidson_duo) (29)

Jun 2019: Quinton includes the label “Breadtuber” on his Twitter bio for the first time. He
has erased it and the only place he still calls himself a breadtuber is on Patreon. (32)

Jun 4, 2019: OttselSpy25 starts the Quinton Reviews Wiki and remains its main contributor.
Jun 6, 2019: Quinton comes to support Carlos Maza via Twitter during the beginning of the
Third Adpocalypse. (@Chiri) (33)

Jun 2019: First references to Garfield on Twitter.

Jun 30, 2019: Quinton Reviews uploads Machinima | Fallen Titans #1 1. He neglects
information and the usage of this series to just be based on his recollection becomes clearer.

(@Burning Fanatic)(@Quintex96) (36)(37)

The VidCon 2019 Arc (Jul 3 - Jul 17, 2019)

Jul 3, 2019: Quinton starts the subreddit r/IncelsCantMeme. The goal of this subreddit was
never clear and it fell into nothingness shortly after its inception. (@kmfdm) (41)

Jul 5, 2019: Quinton Reviews uploads Every Phillip DeFranco Video. In this video Quinton
mocks the hyperactive mannerisms of DeFranco while alluding him as part of ‘a political
pipeline’. (@Burning Fanatic) (37)

Jul 7, 2019: Quinton plans to attend VidCon. On a now deleted tweet Quinton opens up
about the lack of responses he gets from former friends. (@kmdfm) (39)

Jul 10, 2019: Quinton Reviews uploads How Contrapoints Can Save the Internet, a piece
exalting Contrapoints as a figure of change that differs nothing whatsoever from any other
piece about this subject. This video was ridiculed for how Quinton portrayed Contra as a
personal savior and the absurd emotional investment he manifested about her without really
going into detail as to why. This video has been unlisted twice and is still unlisted with four
minutes of the original cut deleted. There is an archive of this video’s second version and it

was covered extensively by other youtubers. (@Fuzhou) (37)



Jul 11, 2019: Quinton attends Community Track, a panel at VidCon held by Lindsay Ellis
and Contrapoints. Quinton stays on the back to befriend abelina sabrina and Eric Taxxon.
(scathefire) (38)

Quinton goes to In-N-Out with Sarah Z while discussing their audio quality. Sarah Z had
previously given props to Quinton as a “good media critic” on her Bad Media Criticism. (39)
Jul 12, 2019: Quinton shares on Twitter a photo of him with hbomberguy in which both look
uncomfortable. (scathefire) (39)

Jul 13, 2019: Quinton shares a photo on Twitter of him with Contrapoints, who looks tired
and upset. In the comments Quinton would point out that “she didn’t know who he was”.
(@Diabolical diabetic)(@Absorbed) (40)

Jul 17, 2019: Twitter user @Idiotocin tweets two short videos showcasing extracts of How
Contrapoints Can Save the Internet, Quinton’s videos on VidCon and his tweets alluding his
social status to other creators. The tweets were noticed by Hi, I Think I’'m Real and Bunty
King who claimed to share an Airbnb with him and described him as “unremarkable, rude

and awkward”. It is likely this happened in 2018. (@Absorbed)(@Burning Fanatic) (41)

The Kinky Arc (Jul 22 - Oct 19, 2019)

Jul 22, 2019: Quinton starts a GoFundMe campaign to crowdfund a male sexdoll which
raised $255 USD. This campaign listed Quinton as being based in Beverly Hills, CA. A
funder by the alias of Internet Historian donated $5 USD. (@kmdfm) (43)

Jul 24, 2019: Quinton would address his video on ContraPoints with regret, claiming he “just
wanted to do a quick video before VidCon” while responding to a three month old tweet
implying he “was trying too hard to belong on lefty circles”. (scathefire) (44)

Quinton Reviews uploads Arbuckle: A Garfield Fan Film, a passion project and serious short
film attempt mixing Jim Davis’s real life with the lore of Garfield and Gnorm Gnat. The
video will do worse than most of his modern offerings and would remain as one of the worst
performing videos of the modern incarnation of his channel. (@The Pink Panther) (44)

The Right Opinion would reply to Quinton on Twitter about their relation. According to
TRO, Quinton told him he was going to “float away from him and the rest of the commentary
community]”. They solved their differences publicly but have never collaborated since.

(@scathefire) (44)



Jul 28, 2019: Quinton Reviews uploads Finding Lost Garfield Comics. This video
documents Quinton’s archival exploration in Pendleton, IN to find the very first Garfield
comic strip. He ended up discovering that the true first strip was published on Jan 8, 1976,
two weeks after the last Gnorm Gnat. This discovery landed him a mention on Garfield’s
Wikipedia entry. (@The Pink Panther) (46)

Aug 1, 2019: The sex doll for The Worst Video Ever arrives. Quinton repeats the angry
reviewer spiel “you are making me do this jk”. The tweet would be redacted on “a
stereotypical teenage girl prose” and Quinton would claim to be asexual on response to Big
Joel telling him to have sex with it. (@pomme) (47)

Aug 6, 2019: Contrapoints would start a thread on Twitter about her recent controversy with
enbies to which Quinton would respond reflecting his own personal struggles while not being
noticed. (@scathefire) (48)

Aug 11, 2019: PSA Sitch unDaily streams Quinton Reviews Begs To Be Noticed By
Contrapoints! Show #44. PSA Sitch talks about his brief encounter with Quinton at VidCon
on 19:42 during which Quinton awkwardly left PSA Sitch alone after discovering his
channel. (@Commodus) (159)

Aug 15, 2019: Quinton describes his sexual identity as being “a combination of asexual,
bisexual and the sort of person that reads romances novels meant for 40 year old
housewives.” (@cflame) (52)

Quinton posts a photo of him with his father, mother and grandfather which displays the latter
as a Vietnam veteran. (@scathefire) (52)

Sep 5, 2019: Quinton relists and addresses How Contrapoints Can Save the Internet again,
this time in light of her controversies while owning how bad of a video it
was.(@FakeishNamedicoot) (58)

Sep 22, 2019: Quinton would tweet that while being in a wedding someone told him he was
mentioned on a PewDiePie video, which led him to have a “panic attack™. Said mention
didn’t happen but the pattern of Quinton sharing having “panic attacks” online after receiving
distressing news started here. (@The Fifth Waltz) (61)

Sep 29, 2019: Quinton Reviews uploads Quinton Reviews Sex Doll, previously The Worst
Video Ever. The video is Quinton fooling around with the sex doll and promoting the website
he purchased it from. Quinton claims his initial plan with the sex doll was “to smack people

with it” and that he acquaried it to “mock a bad sponsor”. (@The Fifth Waltz) (63)

a gander at some memes with Aydin Paladin.

Oct 19, 2019: Quinton addresses How Contrapoints Can Save the Internet for the third time.
(@semiurge) (64)

The Lazy Cat Arc (Oct 24 - Dec 30, 2019)

Oct 24, 2019: Quinton Reviews uploads To Boldly Suck: Bad Lore Movies. This movie is
half a proper review of To Boldly Flee and Quinton’s own “ironically bad” lore movie with
multiple shoutouts to the sex doll shop and jabs at his critics. Quinton uses this video to fully
prove he has overcome his influences and openly denounces them. The two concepts would
receive separate uploads on Dec 31. (@Tonberry) (66)

Reddit user w/AngryFanboy shared 7o Boldly Suck on r/ChannelAwesome. One day later
Quinton came to the post to mock the comments criticizing him.

Nov 1, 2019: Quinton Reviews uploads Creepypasta | Fallen Titans #12. The video is
objectively and subjectively the worst of the series, counting with Quinton lazily reading
creepypastas on his cellphone and changing glasses models (must barely fitting) to showcase
the video’s sponsor, Glasses USA. In this one, he comes to terms with him wanting the series
to be “just based on his own recollections of the topics he covers”.(@Cole phelps) (67)

Mid Nov 2019: Quinton lists his pronouns on Twitter as “he/they” for the first time.
(@scathefire) (67)

Nov 30, 2019: Quinton’s Rick and Morty: What Went Wrong? gets discussed on the /co/
board on 4chan. The replies agreed on Quinton reaching a low point after his drama with
Mumkey. One anon in particular theorized that the snarkiness and tone of Quinton were not

Dec 3, 2019: Beige Frequency uploads Falling Down: A Quinton Reviews Story, an in-depth
documentary of Quinton’s career and impact on the community till that very point. Beige
makes the point that Quinton’s evolution from angry reviewer to breatube orbiter was “a
consequence of the skit heavy, theatrical style” of both subgenres. This video has gained

Dec 5, 2019: Lumpy Touch uploads Gorefield Horrorscopes - Libra, which was designed by
Quinton. (@SpergPatrol)(@Akpofure) (70)



Dec 11, 2019: Quinton Reviews uploads Tobuscus | Fallen Titans #14. Quinton uses this
episode to talk about a bad roommate experience, his equipment failing and pushing his
Patreon harder to “make edgier content”. During this video Quinton addresses his WikiTubia
entry and calls the editor a “stupid bitch” for editing his entry everytime he tweets. To this
day Quinton’s entry references that moment. (@Cole phelps) (70)

Dec 18, 2019: Quinton tweets about him moving out with the help of his dad, most replies
confuse the two. Quinton’s dad has seen the sex doll and moved it personally. (@The Fifth
Waltz) (72)

Dec 30, 2019: Quinton Reviews uploads The 2010s: A Decade of Bad Memes. Quinton
professes his love for cats and drives him hating edgy memes such as Kekistan, Pepe the Frog

and the OK sign home. (75)

The Vacation Arc (Dec 30, 2019 - Feb 23, 2020)

Jan-Feb 2020: Quinton starts a two month long vacation from YouTube. The only activity
on his channel during this timeframe was a short stream talking about the possibility of
making a Fallen Titans on Leafy, which he didn’t want to make at the time because of Emp
Lemon’s Leafy Was Here | YouTube Geographic, although he made sure not to mention it by
name. This stream wasn’t archived. Quinton also starts to gain more weight and lets his hair
and beard grow.

Jan 1, 2020: Quinton tweets his New Year’s resolutions, which were: “1. Make production
value on channel not embarrassing, 2. Reach 400k subs on YouTube, 3. Reach 80k followers
on Twitter, 4. Lose 10 pounds and 5. Try to be happy again. (76)

Jan 3, 2020: Quinton tweets to mock EFAP’s recent episode (#67) on Jenny Nicholson’s
video on Joker, which was an 11 hour two parter to a 30 minute long video. This episode also
included references to Quinton’s sexdoll in 29:46-3:58:41. Jenny herself had been friendly to
Quinton in the past during VidCon. The EFAP cast pitied him rather than mocked him on that
occasion.

Jan 16, 2020: Quinton does a meet up with fans which included Izzy The Artist, Obscurus

Jan 21, 2020: Quinton embarks on a 12 day long holiday in DisneyLand by himself. Quinton
claimed to have purchased a DisneyLand Pass that was about to expire. (83)

Feb 14, 2020: Quinton went to watch Sonic The Hedgehog alone and got himself a
heart-shaped pizza. (@The Fifth Waltz) (84)(85)

Feb 17, 2020: Quinton tweets about How Contrapoints Can Save the Internet while
addressing the criticism he did it because he is attracted to her. (@Atomsk) (86)

Feb 18, 2020: Mauler shares a piece of fanart on Twitter depicting EFAP’s “Rogues Gallery”
in which Quinton is included. Quinton would criticize the mistakes of its design for
portraying him with a Green Lantern ring and a female sex doll. He felt the need to post a
photo of his sex doll. (@Not an NSA Plant 69) (86)

On further conversation with Mauler via Twitter, Quinton would mention as a joke that he
used a dolly to transport his sex doll and “took it to his parents in Christmas and New

The Raid Arc (Feb 23 - Apr 1, 2020)

Feb 23, 2020: Quinton shares on Twitter losing Raid: Shadow Legends’s sponsor for an
upcoming video. Quinton would take pride “on being the only youtuber Raid said no to”.
(@The Fifth Waltz) (@Your Local Neko Girl GF) (88)(92)

Quinton Reviews uploads Mr. Peanut Deserved To Die as a return from his vacation. Quinton
includes his ad for Raid: Shadow Legends in the video, which consists of him walking while
recording with one hand and playing with the other. (88)

Feb 24, 2020: gutiangang has Quinton as a guest on her Twitch stream. Quinton seemed
disinterested and distant to the conversation. (@scathefire) (88)

Feb 25, 2020: Quinton becomes a fanvestor of GarfieldEats with $100 USD. (@The Fifth
Waltz) (88)

Feb 29, 2020: Quinton Reviews uploads Quinton Reviews | Fallen Titans #15. This video
would be addressing his evolution as a creator and filmmaker via a retrospective of his efforts

through his childhood and adolescence. Quinton credits his father as his main inspiration and



would briefly mention his past drama. The video ends on a remake of his review of Prom
Promise, a high school short film he made and already had reviewed on a now unlisted video
(May 5, 2016). (@Tokoeka) (89)

Mar 7-9, 2020: Quinton goes on a series of tweets about youtubers unfollowing him and the
lack of recognition he gets. Quinton would receive a reply questioning him on how he treated
Turkey Tom to which he responded “[blocking him] was funny”. (90)(91)

Apr 1, 2020: Quinton Reviews uploads Sargon of Akkad | Fallen Titans #16. The video is
about the historical figure, not the youtuber. Starting at 17:50, Quinton starts a bizarro
performance as a Raid: Shadow Legends ad which ends with him getting shirtless and faking
being drunk. (95)

The Quew Saga (Apr 5 - Oct 13, 2020)

Apr 5, 2020: Quinton opens the current incarnation of his public Discord fanserver
(Quinton’s Quarantine Quew). This server would prove to be the main venue of leaks,
doubling the pace of growth of Quinton’s Kiwi Farms thread.

Apr 6, 2020: Quinton releases the script for My Garfield Vacation: A Historical Voyage in
which he explains his history with Garfield and how his father influenced his love for it.

Apr 8, 2020: Quinton would come in support of @SweetBeans99, the creator of New Guy,
Bradley the Frog and the Dog Thief after the latter became the laughing stock of the Internet.
Quinton would be one of the few people defending the strip. (@quickthrowaway) (98)

Apr 14, 2020: j aubrey, a long time collaborator of both TRO and Turkey Tom, would mock
Quinton on Twitter after the latter was talking about “aliens not liking white people”.
Quinton would further weaponize this on The Decline of History Channel (May 8)(100)
@Woke Blue Muslim Queen would upload fanart of Quinton parodying the cover of Sonichu
#1 to the Quew. By Apr 18, the admins would find its precedence after two trolls outed

themselves during a public conversation.

The VoidCon Arc (Apr 20 - Jul 9, 2020)
Apr 20, 2020: Quinton tweets his plans for an upcoming mega crossover, to which he has

received considerably less interest than expected. (@LetterlandMafia) (101)



Apr 24, 2020: Quinton tweets about his failure on reaching TRO for his planned video. He
discovered via reply TRO was taking a break. (@semiurgent) (101)

GarfieldEats CEO Nathen Mazri holds a public ZOOM call with the purpose of getting fan
feedback. Quinton would join hops and get recognized by Mazri. The meeting was subject of
trolling by Jeff “The Nephew” Dauman. (102)

May 3, 2020: Quinton shares a story about his past bullying on Twitter about how “two pasty
brothers bullied him for being an atheist”. (103)

May 22, 2020: The first script related to My Virtual VidCon would be leaked. (107)

May 26, 2020: The first portion of footage of My Virtual VidCon would be leaked. (109)
Jun 2, 2020: Quinton antagonizes One Angry Gamer to get in the Traitors of America list
because he didn’t get in organically. (110)

Jun 3, 2020: The whole script, cast and possible cameos of My Virtual VidCon get leaked.
(110)

Jun 6, 2020: OttselSpy25 joins the Garfield Wiki.

The design of Makeship’s Quinton Reviews plush is leaked. (113)

Jun 17-20, 2020: My Virtual VidCon starts being rendered. Quinton’s hard drive fails and the
video misses its intended premiere. The conditions would get dire enough for Quinton to
aggressively tweet about it.(@Glade Candles)(@Ascendancy0)(@scathefire) (115)(116)(117)
Jun 20, 2020: Quinton would attack Count Dankula on Twitter over his tweets on Ancient
Aliens, by unblocking him and then blocking him. (@LolRaccoon) (117)

Quinton accuses Erik Von Danicken of being racist based on “something he found in a book
during research”. After being questioned on the veracity of his claim Quinton would just
reply “not sure if they cut it out in other versions lol”. (118)

Jun 27, 2020: Quinton would tweet about “finding a hate thread on him and having a mild
panic attack because of it”. Considering he acknowledged the existence of KF at least two
months prior on his Discord server means he either phrased this wrong or was being

The two months old brainchild of Quinton amounted to a green
screen heavy skitfest with over 100 youtubers, most of them without lines, revolving around
Quinton going to VidCon and discovering a conspiracy against him to destroy YouTube by
leftist youtubers, he then being send to a void with all the other disposed youtubers. The
video contains several confirmed references to Quinton’s experiences at VidCon and many
others that have been speculated.

This video, despite not being
his least viewed of the modern era, still underperformed severely despite its cameos and is
recognized by Quinton himself as a failure equal to NC’s The Wall.

Jul 5, 2020: PSA Sitch unDaily streams Thought Slime Says Nostalgia is EVIL : #90. In
2:10:42 PSA Sitch would reveal that a female friend of Jenny Nicholson told him that
Quinton “was simping hard for Jenny” which might have motivated his new persona.
(@Commodus) (136)

Jul 8-9, 2020: Quinton would tweet several times about his insatisfaction with his YouTube
relationships, viewership and personal life. (@Slap47)(@Y our Local Neko Girl GF) (135)
Jul 9, 2020: Chris Ray Gun tweets vaguely about “people that go on “nobody likes me” rants
and have a history of ghosting people when they expanded their usefulness”. (@Eachtar44)
(136)

Jul 11, 2020: TheMysteriousMrEnter streams Changes and such. At 12:29, Mr Enter says he
doesn’t care or like Quinton. (@scathefire) (137)



Jul 14, 2020: Quinton tweets, while addressing fan hype about a possible YanDev FT, that he
didn’t reach the same figures and information that other media essayists because he “avoided

using doxing sites”. (@scathefire) (139)

The #SandGate Arc (Jul 15 - Aug 14, 2020)

Jul 15, 2020: Quinton purchased a giant Garfield plush from GarfieldEats, one of seven
worldwide made for Garfield 2: Tale of Two Kitties. The plush got lost by UPS thus Quinton
received two bags of sand instead. The saga was dubbed #Sandgate by Quinton and he tried
to get it viral. Willingly or not, Quinton compromised GarfieldEats economically even further
during the pandemic. Quinton would plan a video to capitalize on the situation. (@Burning
Fanatic) (141)

Jul 17, 2020: GarfieldEats’s Happiness Manager Michelle Bislig would make a press release
which mentioned the lost plush in Jul 9, to which Quinton retweeted. (@Ascendancy0) (142)
Jul 25, 2020: GarfieldEats and the Raiders of the Lost Plush would be leaked alongside
several other scripts. Quinton further elaborates on his liking of Garfield not being ironic.
(146)

Jul 29, 2020: Asterios Kokkinos’s The Loudest Podcast talks about #Sandgate on the episode
Nathen Ships A Box Of Sand with Quinton and Wyatt Duncan as guests. Talks about
#Sandgate starts at 24:46. Quinton would give more information about the ordeal including
how much he paid, how much he was asked to pay to get the shipping right and also defended
his new ally, Nathen Mazri, from the accusations of being a scammer and a conspiracy
theorist. (147)

Aug 3, 2020: Quinton’s plan to review Furry Vengeance to celebrate reaching 400k subs on

YouTube would be leaked. This would be motivated because of Losers Inc. (148)

The Return of the Skeptics Arc (Aug 6 - Aug 13, 2020)

The Mini Quinton Arc (Aug 6 -Sep 16, 2020)

Aug 6, 2020: Quinton tweets about his regret of being close to skeptics captioning the
Kekistan Flag group shot as “I was stupid enough in 2016 to join if anyone asked”. Quinton
would be mocked by Jeff Holiday among others. Matt Jarbo would also come to describe

Quinton as “awkward and antisocial” and share that during a VidCon they shared a room and



he had to tell other youtubers to “tone it down to let him sleep”. (@Who

Quinton would tweet that he ended relationships with other youtubers over “they saying the
n-word too much in private” but failed to give any names. Once his replies started to either

Chris Ray Gun, on a now deleted tweet, would again confront Quinton. Previously he had
accused Quinton of leaving people to pay for his drinks, which Quinton more than denying
has mentioned as “petty”.

SomeBlackGuy uploads Quinton Reviews is a Tool | TWITTER TRASH. Derrick would call
out Quinton on accusing people of saying the n-word and claims that the skeptic exploits of
2017 were worse than those of 2018 (might imply that the VidCon the skeptics mentioned
before was the latter). Derrick also shares his own experience with Quinton, mentioning how
the group was trying to get transportation to their RVNB, Quinton got one and he abandoned
everyone. (158)

Aug 14, 2020: Quinton Reviews uploads The Largest Garfield Plush in the World, his worst
performing modern video. This video is him receiving the plush and calling his parents to tell

them he received it. (@Ascendancy0) (157)



Aug 16, 2020: Quinton joins TikTok as @brendanreacts1 for his then upcoming video Trying
to Understand TikTok (before it’s illegal). (159)

Aug 22, 2020: Quinton would bring attention on Twitter to a troll edit on a Google document
for his LeafylsHere script, which meant there were trolls/kiwis still active or there was a
pipeline. @Woke Blue Muslim Queen takes credit. This incident has convinced Quinton to
make the video. (@Who Vile) (161).

Aug 27, 2020: Quinton Reviews’s Makeship campaign is extended 8 days after selling 123
units of the 400 necessary for the model to be a stable of Makeship’s store. (163)

Aug 28, 2020: Quinton’s Makeship campaign gets extended one week.
(@Fromtheblackdepths) (164)

Sep 1, 2020: Quinton uses YouTube’s community tab to promote his Makeship campaign.
When asked why he didn’t do it earlier he wrote “everytime I upload something I lose
subscribers”. On Sep 2 a redditor would point out how Quinton was ignoring legit advice to
which Quinton responded by wanting to ban said redditor. (@Rover)(@The Grimace) (164)
Sep 4, 2020: Quinton Reviews’s Makeship campaign is extended 8 days for the second time
after selling 177 units of the 400 necessary for the model to be a stable of Makeship’s store.

Sep 10, 2020: Quinton and his father go to watch Bill & Ted: Face the Music, which Quinton
had mentioned as “one of his main reasons to live”. (172)

Sep 11, 2020: Quinton Reviews’s Makeship campaign is extended a third time for a single

Sep 17, 2020: @Woke Blue Muslim Queen posts about the Quinton’s Patreon conditions on
the Kiwi Farms.

Sep 26, 2020: Deviant Crow, a youtuber and member of the Quew uploads Crow Talks with
QUINTON REVIEWS, an interview turned conversation in which Quinton would address the
criticisms upon his persona on two separate occasions. (178)

Oct 4, 2020: Quinton would readdress the controversy around Jessica Udischas’s shoplifting
comic calling it petty. (@Y our Local Neko Girl GF) (178)

Oct 6, 2020: Quinton gets banned from r/trump after antagonizing a post in light of President
Donald Trump’s testing positive of COVID-19. (179)

Oct 9, 2020: Quinton’s cat story is included on the issue of Sunday with Heathcliff sharing
his cat Bon Bon ritual of “getting on the bathroom sink and screaming until he imitated her”.
(179)

Quinton would tweet about his knowledge of Vice President Mike Pence's love for Garfield
stating that “he knew more about Garfield than others” and “Pence’s favorite cat was being
used to revolutionize zoomers”. This tweet would be made the same day Kiwi Farms users
were discussing if Quinton was aware of it. (180)

The park used on several of Quinton’s videos is identified as Big Spring Park, located in

Oct 11, 2020: Quinton recognizes the stagnation of his channel publicly on Twitter. In

two upcoming videos. The latter made two videos on Quinton’s 2018 exploits. (180)
Quinton kicks the last insider from the Farms out of the Quew.

Oct 15, 2020: Quinton tweets about the possibility of not reaching 400k subscribers by the

end of 2020, but shows gratitude towards his channel growth. Later the same day he



addressed not being verified and the implications that he wasn’t because of a lack of articles
citing his work. (181)

Oct 18, 2020: My Garfield Vacation: A Historical Voyage goes public again after being
unlisted due to the use of copyrighted archives. (181)

Quinton tweets about his criteria for deleting tweets. Broadly he would delete videos for lack
of engagement or personal regret. (@Neko GF) (181)

Oct 20, 2020: Quinton joins a thread by Alexandra Ocasio-Cortez to reply to Schlatt about
how “that was no way to answer to a future United States President”. (Who Vile) Quinton
would readdress this tweet about “how a lot of very strange people took it seriously”. (Neko
GF) (182)

Quinton tweets about his engagement, plans for the future and not finding any new videos
about his controversies. (@Hal 9000) (182)

Oct 26-28, 2020: Quinton tweets several times about the then upcoming 2020 USA General
Elections and the possibility of then President Donald Trump starting a coup to remain in
power. (@Neko GF) (@Josterman) (183)

Oct 30, 2020: Quinton answers a post on his subreddit about upcoming video ideas,
including several episodes of Fallen Titans: Adobe Flash, Animeme and Leafy. (185)

Nov 1, 2020: Quinton crosses paths on Twitter with comic book writer Ken Penders over if
his project “The Lara-Su Chronicles” is a Sonic knockoff. (@Josterman) (190)

Nov 3, 2020: Quinton retires early after seeing Donald Trump winning some states during
Election night. (186)

Nov 7, 2020: Quinton prank calls the Trump War Room for a video on his second channel.
(Scarmaiden) (186)

Nov 11, 2020: @Woke Blue Muslim Queen reveals the Discord tags and socials of Quinton
and his closest associates. (186)

Nov 12, 2020: Makeship starts the shipping of 191 plushies of Quinton’s campaign to his
apartment with the intent of selling them afterwards through Patreon. (187)

Garfield Eats officially ends operations as a functional restaurant, moving to become a frozen
food aimed business. (@Terror Rism) (187)

While answering to Reddit threads Quinton would disclose his production setup, plans about

Fallen Titans and YouTube connections. (187)



Nov 15, 2020: Quinton addresses if he would continue being politically inclined after Donald
Trump leaves office. (@Neko GF) (187)

Nov 20, 2020: Quinton keeps pushing to reach 400k subscribers on Twitter. (@Neko GF)

Nov 23, 2020: Quinton addresses videos criticizing him in 2018 publicly on Twitter. (188)
Nov 27, 2020: Quinton Reviews reaches 400k subscribers on YouTube.

Dec 2, 2020: Quinton would address his perspective over his controversies of 2018 on a
Reddit post. The explanation leaves many details out including Mumkey’s identity while also
going on a character assasination of him. (192)

Dec 3, 2020: Quinton Reviews uploads The Fine Art of SpongeBob Parodies (ft Saltydkdan).
The video contains minor references to Quinton’s “Here’s the thing” rant. (@King Ghidorah)

Dec 7, 2020: Quinton turns 24 and urges his Georgia fans to register to vote and sway things
in favor of Democrat led reforms.

Dec 17, 2020 *started Sep 30: Saltydkdan starts to receive pushback from his fanbase over
making political jokes, which motivates Quinton to trace parallels over his own controversies.
(191)

Dec 21, 2020: Quinton addresses hate comments while bragging about his channel growth.
(192)

Dec 22, 2020: Quinton Reviews uploads Sonic Knockoffs (ft LS Mark). Mark’s participation
on the video starts with him stating he is actually friends with Quinton. (192)

Dec 24, 2020: Quinton announces his plans of taking a vacation as last year but for a longer
period of time and the creation of a Patreon tier for VHS versions of his reviews. (193)

Dec 28, 2020: Quinton Reviews uploads How Heathcliff Lost Its Magic and discusses his
influences for his lore character, Evil Quinton, being Mechakara. (193)

Dec 29, 2020: Scott the Woz’s Twitter account is hacked and unfollows Quinton.
(@Overcooked Raccoon) (194)

The Makeship plushies would arrive at Quinton’s apartment. (194)

Dec 30, 2020: Quinton tweets about his speedrunning attempts for Raid: Shadow Legends in
Artefact%, Minotaur% and Campaign-Brutal, at that moment awaiting verification. (194)
Quinton tweets about “having a rough night” and that things would change “in 5 years or so”.

The cause for these tweets has not been yet verified. (195)



Jan 5, 2020: CallMeCarson would face controversy upon sexting a 17 year-old fan while he
was 19. Quinton would tweet about the situation, mainly reflecting on if he needed to delete
Carson’s part on My Virtual VidCon and the lack of support he received from creators during
his own controversies. (@Neko GF) (195)

Quinton tweets about his personal theories about underperforming videos identifying poor
thumbnail design choices as the problem, hence starting to alter them to increase visibility.
(195)

Jan 5-6, 2020: Quinton tweets mockingly about the Capitol riots and Trump’s theory about
missing ballots. (@Josterman) (196)

Jan 7, 2020: Quinton replies to a tweet by (@xoxogossipgita about being political to your
fanbase claiming that “he was more comfortable with his fanbase than how he was in 2018
and that “he didn’t miss any of the weird fans he had missed”. (197)

Quinton rushed the production of The Greek Tragedy of the “Poggers Face Guy” | Fallen
Titans and uploads it Jan 8.

Jan 11, 2020: Quinton replies on a Twitter thread by @egoraptor to find the meaning in a
Heathcliff strip and earns $100 USD which he donates to Black Lives Matter. (197)

Jan 13, 2020: Sarah Z starts a Twitter thread about an overbearing DM she had received
from a content creator which would be replied by Lindsay Ellis with more screenshots from
the same creator. Although the profile pic was covered it was quickly identified as Quinton
by Twitter and Kiwi Farms users. Quinton would vaguely tweet about feeling alone and
Sarah Z, within her own tread would further callout the behaviour of Quinton. (@Peach Pit)
